. Real GDP continued to recover in July, growing 3.0% m/m. Though this was the third monthly
gain in a row for this indicator, total output was still 5.8% down from its pre-pandemic level.

Production rose in all 20 of the industrial sectors covered, something that had never occurred
in data going back to 1997. Goods sector output climbed 3.2% on sharp increases for
manufacturing (+5.9%), utilities (+3.5%), and mining/oil and gas extraction (+2.4%). Services-

producing industries, meanwhile, saw a 3.0% surge in production led by accommodation/food
services (+20.1%) and arts/entertainment (+14.0%).
